About Our Committee

The Pelican Lake Healthy Water and Fish Committee (or The Healthy Lake Committee), a committee of the RM of Prairie
Lakes, was formed in the fall of 2012. We are an organization that promotes water stewardship and fish habitat mainte-
nance, and implements projects and activities to improve the water quality and overall health of Pelican Lake, Manitoba
and her watershed.

Our key areas of focus include Pelican Lake recreational fishing, overall healthy fish and aquatic habitats in the lake, and
educating residents and visitors about the impact of human activity on lake health and proper practices to ensure a healthy
lake. One of our main goals is to determine the most efficient and effective E, .
ways for us to responsibly manage our lake waters, and improve the health /
of Pelican Lake and therefore, the eco-system that is dependent upon the ;
quality of the water in the lake.
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We are now operating two full micro-bubbler aeration systems year round.
Running at full capacity in winter, the aeration systems add oxygen to the |
water to prevent fish die-offs. Running at a reduced capacity during the
summer, they work to de-stratify the water column and accelerate the
breakdown of the organic material on the bottom of the lake.
